The ability to interact with people whose language and culture are different from one’s own is an important skill which is necessary to function in the regional and the global community. 

FUNDING:    A small grant of $2,500.00 is available to 9 schools

REPORT:   A report is to be submitted to AISSA by 14 November 2011.  There is an expectation that AISSA may request any of the successful schools to do a presentation as needed. Please note that all reports will be edited and may be posted the Australian Government NALSSP website if required.

· The school must include some in-kind support.
· Priority will be given to country schools.
