Objective
The objective of the Direct Grant: Literacy and Numeracy is to improve the learning outcomes of educationally disadvantaged students, including students with disabilities, particularly in literacy and numeracy, by contributing funding for additional teaching and learning assistance.  LNSLN funding is only one source of funding available to non‐government schools to meet the needs of educationally disadvantaged students. 

Eligibility
Funding is targeted at the most educationally disadvantaged school students from Reception to Year 12 who may face barriers to effective participation at school and who are not achieving or are at risk of not achieving a national minimal standard of literacy and/or numeracy or other appropriate standard of achievement; and/or require additional assistance to reach an appropriate standard of achievement. Educational disadvantage may be associated with a range of factors such as a disability or learning difficulty, a language background other than English, Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander background, low socio‐economic background or geographical isolation.

Purchase of equipment including but not limited to: interactive whiteboards, laptop computers, iPads, cameras, site licences, amplified sound systems, etc
Social Skills, First Aid, Seasons for Growth, Confident Parent Kits, Riding for the Disabled Programs, etc
Student competitions
Resources for Gifted & Talented education
Science resources.

Targeted Programs funds are considered by the Australian Government to be supplementary. The Direct Grants funds cannot be used to replace recurrent costs, such as staff salary costs.  Therefore, it is recommended that only up to 25% of the total Direct Grant for each school be used for the provision of additional time to support students in or out of the classroom eg additional SSO personnel.
